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Player movement will only be “approved” when:

e A player has successfully tried-out and been granted a
roster spot on a “higher-level” team within another
association than VDBA will be fielding in that division
during the current season.

¢ Player movement will be granted for an “equal-level”
team when a player has registered and participated in
try-outs, but has not been selected and will not be on the
final roster submitted to BC Baseball for a VDBA team
within a division.

¢ Requests that meet either of the above criteria must be
received prior to the start of the season; Spring (April 159
& Summer (July 1Y),

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Seasons Greetings all from BC Minor Baseball. I know many of you are not even thinking of ball yet and some
are already in planning stages for next year. The Eligibility Committee starts to field questions from parents and
the odd request for Player Movement at this time. I am attaching some FAQ's for your information.

There has been a rule change as a result of the last AGM. Presidents are now allowed to sign off on releases
regardless of hardship or circumstances. If a player has received all the appropriate signatures, the Eligibility
Committee still must approve the player movement and return signed notification of approval.

Just the fact that the player has all the signatures still does not qualify him for play until we approve.

We will not be granting Player Movements approvals until we get written notification that there residing
4ssociation is not planning on fielding at that level this year. This is most common is Bantam AAA and AA

right now.

Eligibility Committee FAQS

Greetings from the BCMBA Eligibility Committee for the year 2011. My name is Douglas Elford | am the
Chairman of the BC Minor Eligibility Committee for 2011. The executive of the BCMBA has decided to
provide you with some information regarding Player Movements for the year 2011,

The first two years, 2009 and 2010 were the first two years of the new rule regarding player
movements for BC Minor. | recommend you read the section regarding releases. Rule 11.

Here is a list of compiled Questions and Answers to help you. It is important for you as presidents to be
aware of your boundaries and inform your registrars that they cannot register players out of catchment
unless they have a signed Player Movement approval from the BC Minor Eligibility Committee.

Q: When is a Player Movement request processed?

A: When the Player Movement form is submitted to the Eligibility Committee (EC) receives the Player
Movement form signed by a parent or guardian of the player, the residing association president and the
receiving association president and submitted ONLY by the receiving association president.

The EC will not accept forms that do not have all signatures and are incomplete.
The EC will only consider Player Movement forms submitted by the receiving association president
Q: How long is a Player Movement request good for?

A: Each Player Movement approval is good for one season. Each expires on December 31 of the season
it was granted

Q: Can a player register in the association he was granted approval to play in the following year?





A: No, the player must register in his residing association the following year and request a Player
Movement form for the new season.

Q: When can a player “Tryout” for a team in another association

A: Only if the association does not field at that level in the division. The residing association must have
notified the EC in writing that they do not attend to field at that level.

Q: Is a form required for Tryout Approvals?

A: No, Tryout approvals are granted in writing, preferably through email. Division managers are copied
on each approval.

Q: Who applies for tryout approvals?

A: Receiving association Presidents.

Q: Can a player remain in the association where he has been granted a tryout approval?
A: No, he must return to his residing association .

Q: Can a player tryout for more than one team?

A: No, he may only tryout for one team at a time.

Q: Can a player tryout for more than one team in a season

A: Yes,

Q: When is a Player Movement form granted?

A: Once the receiving association president receives signed approval from the Eligibility Committee
Chairman.

Q: A player registers out of catchment but has not obtained a Player Release form. He has provided
misinformation about his residency and has been brought to the attention of the residing association
president.

A: The receiving association president must suspend the player immediately, inform the Eligibility
Committee. The EC will refer the matter to the Discipline Committee a ruling on penalties. Process is
defined under Rule 11.

Q: Wil the EC consider a Player Movement if the form is signed by both presidents and the
parent/guardian.

A: Yes the will consider the Player Movement if signed by both presidents on an individual basis.

Q: Can a player work out with a team in the off season ?





A: No, he may attend “training sessions” in an out of catchment association. He must register in his
residing association and apply for a Tryout approval to be able to participate in games and practises.

Q: When can a player “practise” with an association?

A: When a player movement request is “subject to approval” by the EC. This will require an email
approval from the Chair of the EC

Q: What are the single and spring season timelines for the acception of Player Movement Requests?
A: April 1%

Q: What are timelines for Summer Season?

A July 1%

Q: If a president refuses to release a player, what is the process?

A: Parents may appeal to the EC for a ruling on the status of the player

Q: If the parents are not satisfied with the ruling of the EC, what is their option?

A: They may appeal under Rule 7 of the BCMBA rule book

Hopefully these questions and answers will be helpful with you and your administration for the 2010
season. The Eligibility Committee does recognize extenuating circumstances regarding the timelines in
certain situations regarding signatures. For example, you may have difficulty contacting parents for
signatures etc. or one of the presidents may be away for a period of time. Please notify the chair of
these circumstances and we will rule on granting extensions.

If parents are requesting a release based on hardship issues, it is very important to submit a detailed
explanation to the Eligibility Committee.

It is important to understand that the new rule brought in this year allow presidents to sign player
movement forms regardiess of hardship issues, They will not be subject to a fine or a penalty.

It is important to understand that each Player Movement request is considered on an individual basis
and that the Eligibility Committee may or may not grant approval even if all signatures are present on
the forms. (An example of this is if there are reports of collusion between associations0
